Parking - Parking is available on the surrounding side streets (Nahant Street, Kimbal Street, Corinthian 

Lane) around the club, along with the main lot along Nahant Street.   

Accommodations - Rooms are available at the Corinthian and Eastern Yacht Clubs for competitors and 

coaches.  These rooms are on the upper floors of the yacht clubs and are in a variety of combinations.
