DIRECTIONS
From San Francisco or points on the west side of San Francisco Bay:

- Take I-80 East to the Bay Bridge. Treasure Island is a left exit at the end of the San Francisco side
span. The exit road will merge onto the road that runs down the west side of Yerba Buena Island
(overlooking San Francisco to the west and Clipper Cove to the east). Continue down the hill until you
reach the gate that guards the entrance to Treasure Island.

- Continue through the gate and take your first right, the island is under development and you will be
toured. Take the detour

- Turn right on California at the end of the detour. As you proceed down California, you will see several
large buildings on your right. After the last building, turn right on Avenue “I“. Drive straight (south) along
the building to the facility.

From Oakland or points on the east side of San Francisco Bay:

- Take I-80 West to the Bay Bridge. After the toll booths, merge into the far right lane. The exit for Yerba
Buena/Treasure Island is a right exit at the end of the Oakland side span. Follow the exit road around
to the west side of Yerba Buena Island. At the stop sign merge onto the road that takes you down to
the gates of Treasure Island.

- Continue through the gate and take your first right, the island is under development and you will be
toured. Take the detour

- Turn right on California at the end of the detour. As you proceed down California, you will see several
large buildings on your right. After the last building, turn right on Avenue “I“. Drive straight (south) along
the building to the facility.

Facilities
- There is parking outside of the eastern gates of Treasure Island Sailing Center.
- DO NOT LEAVE VALUABLES IN CARS
- Trailers will be parked along the fence outside of the facility
- We highly recommend you bring a trailer lock
- There is a red line on the pier that runs parallel with the ramp, do not congregate to the west of this red
line, the pier cannot handle large loads to the west of this red line
- Boats will be stored in front of the portable, with enough space for a wheelchair to get to the facilities
- There must be enough space for a vehicle to get through the boatyard
- Bring your own water, the water from the hoses is not meant for drinking
- Bathrooms are located on the eastern side of the facility
- Take your trash with you.
- TISC charges an additional fee if we leave trash, so please keep waste low and take your trash
with you.
