1 Rules. The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing, the ICSA Rules, and the sailing instructions.  
Competitors will be asked to sign an on-line waiver for Courageous.

Competitors briefing  0945 
First start Saturday  1015 
No Saturday start after  1245 
Awards banquet  1315 
 
3 Sailing Instructions will be available via Tech Score by Friday  
 
4 Format    
4.1 This is a one-division, no-boat-rotation event sailed in Rhodes-19s. 
4.2 Teams can sail with two or three sailors in their boat 
 
5 Courses 
5.1 Course 4 will be the standard course (W-L-W-L with windward offset and leeward gate) 
5.2 Course 3 or 5 is a possibility 
5.3 Courses will be set in the vicinity of Pier 4 where Courageous is located. 
 
6 Starts will use the three-minute sound system 
 
7 Protests 
7.1 Forms are available in the office and must be filled during the first offset after the incident. 
7.2 Protests will be heard in the Crystal Lake Room (conference room) 
 
8 Prizes will be awarded to the winning team and possibly to the next two teams as well. 
 
9 Safety 
9.1 All sailors are warned that there is considerable commercial and recreational traffic in Boston Harbor 
9.2 All large commercial vessels have right-of-way 
9.3 For more safety tips read the Rhodes-19 tip sheet attached on the notice board. 
 
10 Parking is free on the pier to the West of pier four where Courageous is located.  Signs indicate it is for 
employees only but there is plenty of room on weekends.
