Welcome to the 2023 Pine Trophy. Please read the following information, to supplement the already published Sailing
Instructions. This is for your information only and will not take precedence over the previously mentioned official document.

Arrival/Parking

All passengers travelling to the US Coast Guard Academy should have some form of legal ID to present to the guard at
the front gate. They do not always ask for everyone’s IDs. But if they do and you don’t have it you will likely be turned
around.

The 15 mph speed limit is strictly enforced on campus.

We are trying to clear out and reserve space near the Jacobs Rock causeway but teams might be forced to park further
North or up the Hill. Teams should be prepared for a “commute” to your vehicle.
