If you know that they are coming, please ask
them to drive slowly and park in the upper lot and to please back in so the road to the houses to our
south isn’t blocked.

VEHICLES!! The bathroom combo is 3567 for men’s locker room and 3567# for
Women’s. Coaches can use the downstairs restroom next to the men’s locker room.

The report time is 10:30 on Saturday. Arrival time is not before 10:00am. Please do your best to
arrive no earlier to limit traffic and parking issues.
Sunday report time is 9:30. Arrival time is not before 9:00am

on the ramp unless permission is given from the NEISA rep.
