Initial plan for Saturday: 

Report Time POSTPONED until AT LEAST 12:00pm. 

-Initial forecast calls for strong thunderstorms throughout the area starting as early as 9:00am, 

and continuing well into the afternoon.  I do not want to unnecessarily postpone us for longer 

than necessary. 

-Starting at 11:00am I will send an update EVERY HOUR ON THE HOUR confirming whether 

the report time is to continue being pushed by no more than 1-hour each announcement.  (So at 

11:00 I will announce report time is still at 12:00, or pushed to 1:00; at 12:00 I will confirm the 

1:00 report time, or that it is pushed to 2:00, etc.). First Start will be 1-hour after report time. 

-No Postponement will be made past 5:00pm for racing on Saturday.  If we have not reported to 

the venue by 5:00pm, racing will begin on Sunday, with a 9:00am Report Time, 10:00am First 

Start.  No Open TR Start after 1:30pm Sunday.  No Women's TR Start after 3:00pm Sunday.
