BOATS

Teams will race PCCSC-legal FJs to be provided by each team. Teams must provide their own PCCSC legal
FJ sails and dollies. Sails will be provided to all boats in the Women'’s division. Limited charter boats from
MBYC may be available, please contact Stella Potter (stpotter@ucsd.edu ) for information. Charter price is
$150 per FJ for the weekend. If you are chartering, you must bring your own race sails except if you are in the
women’s division. If there is a shortage of charters, schools traveling the largest distances and women’s teams
will be given the charters. The final decision on who gets charters is up to the discretion of UCSD Sailing and
MBYC.
