The competitors meeting will be held at 10:00 a.m. on Saturday, February 25th on the first floor deck of
Morro Bay Yacht Club. Budget time to launch boats and make it to the competitors meeting on time

RACING AREA/LAUNCHING

The regatta will be sailed out of the Morro Bay Yacht Club. The intended racing area will be the south
basin of Morro Bay. Rotations will be held off the public dock. Racing location is weather and tide
permitting.

Launching will occur in two places: Morro Bay launch ramp located on Embarcadero about 1 minute past
MBYC, as well as at the MBYC crane. The launch ramp is recommended, the crane is time permitting.
